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Aims of the School

We believe that the most effective way of achieving our aims is to encourage and
praise positive behaviour. The following are the underlying principles we wish to
nurture throughout our school:

· Treat all members of the school community with consideration and respect;
· Have an understanding of the difference between right and wrong;
· Be polite, co-operative and friendly;
· Understand that the school has rules which must be followed for the safety of

all;
· Appreciate the school environment and respect the property of others;
· Value other people, their work and their opinions;
· Respect the culture and belief of others;
· Treat others as we wish to be treated ourselves.

We believe that the most effective way of achieving these aims is through the
promotion of enthusiasm and challenge, sharing and learning together, the acceptance
and embracing of differences, openness, self respect and persistence.

Our Mission Statement: ‘Working, learning and caring together.’

Wat’s Dyke C.P. aims to provide quality teaching and learning for all its pupils,
developing the whole child in a safe, secure, happy, caring and stimulating
environment.

School History

The school is situated in Garden Village on the outskirts of Wrexham. The area is
unique in that it still possesses the atmosphere and features of a village even though
the surrounding area is now built up.

The school was opened in 1977 to accommodate children living in Garden Village.
Over the years the building has been considerably altered and extended due to a
growth in pupil numbers.
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Accommodation

The school building is modern, spacious and on a single level. We have a hall, a
library, an ICT suite, music room, twelve classrooms, one learning support room, a
canteen, a medical room, offices and a staff room. Each classroom has access to craft
areas and the cloakrooms.

Outside, there is a large grassed field with marked sports pitches, hard surface areas
and a fenced Early Years playground. Our outside areas are due to be developed as
part of our overall strategic plan for the school and an ‘environmental area’ provides
an additional facility for learning out of doors.

There are currently 273 children on roll, ranging from Nursery to Year 6. The number
of pupils on roll and the number of children in each year group govern the
arrangement of the classes. This often changes from year to year. It is desirable to
keep the key stages separate but this is not always possible and the placing of children
in any class is based solely on the age of the child; with class sizes kept as balanced as
possible. Within each class pupils are taught individually, as a group or as a whole
class, but always according to their needs and abilities.

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Admissions

Parents may apply to the Headteacher for an application form for a place at the school
for their child/ren from the school office. The completed form should be returned to
the school and will then be forwarded to the LEA for allocation. Admission is the
responsibility of the County Borough Council. Parents considering sending their
children to the school are welcome to visit by arrangement with the Headteacher.

Starting School for the First Time

Starting school is a very important time for you, your child and the school. We
recognise the importance of working together to make the transition smooth and
rewarding. 

In the term prior to their entry to Early Years, pupils will be invited into their new
areas. This will help them to become familiar with their surroundings and routines of
school life. A meeting is also held for parents to discuss our partnership with you and
any worries you might have.

The Early Years curriculum is grounded in active learning. Through practical
activities, purposeful play and talk, pupils develop an understanding of the world and
the basic concepts they will need for their later learning. Parents can play a major role
in fostering good attitudes to learning, developing good language skills and promoting
good behaviour.

Incy Wincy Nursery ‘Plus’ is an independent provision available at the school for
Early Years children aged 3 to 4.  Incy Wincy is available in two sessions from 9:00 –
15:00 (term time only). The sessions are run by qualified NNEB’s with the full
support of the Headteacher and the School Governors. For further information contact
Mrs Glenna Harris on 07968740766 or Mrs Karen Bennett on 07842229992.

Joining the School Later On

Sometimes children join the school when the term has started or later on in their
school life. We make every effort to make sure that they are welcomed, looked after
and monitored so that they quickly make friends and can find their way around the
school. Parents are asked to contact the school for transfer forms and any further
information.

Transfer to Secondary School

At the end of Year 6 our children transfer to a Secondary School. Every effort is made
to ensure that this takes place as smoothly as possible. Year 7 teachers from the
Secondary Schools visit our school to discuss the achievements of those children with
our Year 6 staff. The children also have the opportunity to visit their new Secondary
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School during the Summer Term before the transfer. An open evening is usually held
at the Secondary School for parents.

Our Year 6 children usually transfer to the following Secondary Schools:

The school doors are opened at 08.45. Pupils are asked to arrive at school between
08.45 and 08.55. We are not legally responsible for your children until after then.

Please send your child to school on time. All pupils are registered in the morning and
the afternoon. Please make sure your child arrives at their classroom on time,
otherwise a late mark will be recorded. It is very important that good habits are
formed early. Being punctual is very important and helps the day get off to a good
start.

Attendance

Parents, schools and LEA’s share legal responsibilities regarding school attendance. A
child may be absent on any day:
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1. when prevented from attending because of illness;
2. exclusively set aside for religious observance by the religious body to which

his/her parents belong;
3. on the grounds that suitable transport has not been provided and the school is

not within walking distance;
4. when parents are on annual leave during term time (maximum of two weeks in

any school year).

Regular attendance and punctuality is very important. If a child is unable to attend
school for any reason please let us know as soon as possible by a note, telephone call
or personal visit. When a school receives no communication from parents or carers
concerning a child’s absence this has to be recorded as an unauthorised absence in the
school register in the same way as truancy. If the school receives no communication
then the educational social worker may be contacted. In recent years we have had
very few instances of unauthorised absence and with your assistance we hope this will
continue.

Pastoral Care

All members of staff are responsible for the well being of the pupils, with each Class
Teacher being responsible for the children within their class. Members of staff are
always available as supervisors during playtimes and lunchtimes. There are also a
number of Playtime Buddies who are trained to support the Infants on a rota system
every lunchtime.

Child Protection Procedures 

The Department for Education and Welsh Assembly Guidance makes it clear that
schools and colleges have important roles to play in the protection of children against
abuse. This is confirmed by Local Authority Policy, which sets out the necessary
procedures to be followed by all staff.

The school, therefore, has a duty to refer any concerns about the well being of pupils
to the Social Services Department, the School Medical Officer and the Police.

Equal Opportunity

Wrexham County Borough Council is committed to the general principles of equality
of opportunity for all, irrespective of gender, age, race, religion or disability. 

· Staff provide equal opportunity for boys and girls in all aspects of the
curriculum.

· Grouping of children according to gender is avoided.
· When purchasing books/materials staff are aware of the need to present a

balanced provision.
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· Girls and boys share resources.
· Boys and girls have equal responsibilities for tidying and cleaning etc.
· Staff encourage behaviour in general terms and not by “girls/boys do this”…

type of comment.
· Our policy is based on the Christian value that all people are of equal value.
· Children with disabilities have full access to all areas of the school and to the

school’s curriculum.
· The school does not tolerate any discrimination based on race, gender, age,

disability or religion.

The school has a duty to record all instances of racial abuse or harassment and all
such instances are reported to Wrexham L.E.A.

Special Educational Needs and Disabilities

Some children have a special educational need at some point during their school
career and it is important to recognise and address the need as soon as possible. Needs
may be related to emotional difficulties, learning or behaviour. Children who are very
able may have special needs as well as those who experience difficulties in other
areas. If needs persist, parents are consulted and permission is sought for the
involvement of other professionals as deemed appropriate:

· School Medical Service
· Educational Psychologist
· Education Welfare Service
· Special Needs Team

Children may be placed on the school’s Special Educational Needs register, which
will be the first stage of the set procedure. Parents are informed, consulted and
involved at all stages of the identification, monitoring and evaluation process.

As a school we are committed to equality of opportunity and we believe every child
has the right to a high quality education matched to their individual needs. The school
is confident about meeting the needs of all its pupils. 

In the case of accessibility we provide parking spaces, toilet facilities, wide corridors,
double doors and ramps, providing easy access to all learning areas.

Discipline

The class teacher or the ‘on duty’ member of staff deals with matters of discipline
initially. When a situation demands it, the Headteacher takes responsibility for
disciplinary measures. At all times, pupils are encouraged to consider and be
responsible for their own actions. Our aim is to make the pupil more aware of the
necessity for self-discipline, self-awareness and self-control. 

Whilst we aim to always praise positive behaviour, we acknowledge that there will be
times when we have to deal with behaviour which is unacceptable. The response will
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depend on the severity of the incident and any form of punishment is in accordance
with the school’s Behaviour Discipline Policy.

The school rewards positive behaviour at every opportunity. Every child is expected
to follow the Golden Rules which can earn them ‘Star of the Week’ or an entry into
the Headteacher’s Golden Book. Teachers have various ways of praising and
rewarding their pupils, according to their age – e.g. stars, stickers, certificates. The
school also implements a house point system, where the children earn a ‘Seren Ty’ for
their designated house. On the last Friday of every month, we hold a whole school
Effort and Achievement Assembly where children are presented with certificates by
the Headteacher.

Parental Concerns

Should any parent wish to register a complaint with regard to the education we are
providing at our school they are advised of the following procedure:

· Informally, discuss the matter with the child’s class teacher.
· Make an appointment to discuss the matter with the Headteacher.
· Make an informal approach to a member of the Governing Body.
· Formally contact the LEA.

Medical Matters

Please inform us of any medical conditions of which we should be aware. Children
requiring medication during school hours must have a consent form signed by a
parent/carer allowing a member of staff to administer the required dose. 

If your child complains of feeling unwell in school or meets with an accident we will
endeavour to contact you immediately. We ask parents to give details on an
emergency contact form of addresses and telephone numbers, which we may use in
these circumstances. This form is sent home for completion every September. Please
let us know if this information changes during the year as mobile telephone numbers
can change frequently and it is vital that we have the most recent number.

The school doctor and members of the Area Health Authority team make medical
checks for general health, eyesight and hearing. Parents are informed of all
examinations by the doctor and are invited to attend. More routine checks are carried
out at the convenience of the Health Authority staff. If you are concerned about any
aspects of your child’s health please inform the class teacher.

First Aid

Simple first aid is given at school when necessary. If an accident needs hospital
attention we will contact you first. We have a qualified first-aider in school.
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Head Lice

The school nurse/doctor does not check hair for head lice and, therefore, we ask for
your support in checking your child’s hair regularly for head lice. Please inform the
school if you detect head lice in your child’s hair so that we can notify others. The
Health Authority has recently appointed a Hair Hygienist who can be contacted for
advice. Details are available from school.

School Uniform

Parents have always co-operated with the school to ensure that all children, including
Early Years children, wear a school uniform. We believe the wearing of a school
uniform sustains pride in the school and a sense of belonging to it. 

School uniform including sweatshirts, fleeces and waterproof jackets, polo shirts and
school ties can be purchased from the school office.

All pupils should wear shoes or plain black trainers to come to school. All pupils
should wear suitable indoor shoes – e.g. plimsolls or similar.

P.E. and Games kit:

It is important for pupils to wear correct clothing for physical activities. Infants and
juniors, girls and boys, should wear a white T-shirt and white shorts. 

Games (Juniors)
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Boys: Football kit, boots, tracksuit, trainers.

Girls: White T-shirt, maroon netball skirt, tracksuit, trainers.

Swimming (Juniors)

Towel, swimsuit/trunks and a bag.

Jewellery must not be worn for sporting activities and long hair should be tied back.

Jewellery

The only items of jewellery that are considered appropriate are watches and studs or
sleepers worn in pierced ears. The school does not approve of either jewellery or
cosmetics unless for cultural reasons and then only if approved by the Headteacher.

Lost Property

Please name items of children’s clothing! We keep lost property for a reasonable
period of time, but it is often difficult to identify items that are not labelled. Displays
of lost property are made before the end of each school year and if it is not claimed it
is donated to charity.

School Meals

Our cook, Mrs Hopkins, and her assistants cook excellent meals on the premises. A
menu is available twice yearly for parents. The current cost of dinners is £1.75 per
day for Infants and £1.80 per day for Juniors. Meals should be paid for in advance on
a Monday morning. Please send the correct amount in a sealed envelope with your
child’s name to the class teacher. You may pay by cash or cheque - cheques should be
made payable to W.C.B.C.

Families who receive the relevant benefits may be entitled to free school meals -
forms are available from the school secretary. Entitlement for free meals cannot be
backdated; therefore, it is important that these forms are returned to school promptly. 
Sandwiches

Children who do not have a school meal may bring a packed lunch. Please ensure that
packed lunches are brought to school in a secure container labelled with your child’s
name and class. In the interest of health and safety, we would ask that children do not
bring cans, glass bottles or hot liquids in flasks. They should not bring fizzy drinks or
sweets. Please encourage healthy options within your child’s lunchbox.

Snacks
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You may like your child to have a mid-morning snack. We welcome fruit and
vegetables and any other healthy alternatives. A tuck shop selling healthy snacks to
Key Stages 1 and 2 is run by our cook and is open every day. Please respect our
policy on healthy eating and dental care.

Early Years Staff provide a wide range of healthy snacks every
day at the current price of £1.50 per week.  

Money

Please ensure that all monies sent to school are in a secure envelope marked with your
child’s name, amount and the purpose of the money.

Our Outside Environment

We aim to create a pleasant outside environment for everybody at our school. To
assist us in this please ensure that you do not allow your dog to foul pavements on the
route to school and that you do not smoke anywhere on the school premises/grounds. 

Road Safety

We actively encourage children to walk or cycle to school. Year 6 take part every
summer in a Cycling Proficiency Programme. For safety reasons we ask that cyclists
should not ride through school property - this includes the car park, playgrounds and
pedestrian area. Motorists should respect the road markings and the speed limit of 5
m.p.h. on the school drive and car park.

School Security

The school realises its responsibility towards the safety of children at school. The
Headteacher and the Governors carry out an annual risk assessment. Regular fire
drills are held during term time. All external gates and doors are secured once all the
children have arrived in school every morning. Children who are late can only gain
access to the school through the main entrance.
Curriculum

Our aim is to develop each child to his/her full potential, intellectually, but also
physically, mentally, emotionally and spiritually. Every pupil is entitled to a
curriculum which is broad and balanced and which is delivered by means of the
Foundation Stage for 3-5 year olds and the National Curriculum for 5-11 year olds.

The Foundation Stage curriculum consists of 7 areas
of learning:

Personal, Social and Emotional Development, Well Being
& Cultural Diversity
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Language, Literacy and Communication
Welsh Language Development
Mathematical Development
Knowledge and Understanding of the World
Creative Development
Physical Development

The Core Subjects

English
Children are taught from the Programmes of Study of the National Curriculum, which
help them to communicate effectively in Speaking and Listening, Reading and
Writing. This work gives opportunities for the children to develop sentences in
Standard English. This is achieved in spoken form using the communication of
Spelling, Grammar and Punctuation. Drama and an interest in books are encouraged;
both contribute towards a child’s personal development and can help expand cross-
curricular activity. Book fairs and Theatrical events are regularly organised within the
school. Much use is made of the School Library Service and our own school library.
Reading has a very high status within the school and we strive to create fluent readers
who value books. Each child has a reading diary, which is a means of communication
between the class teacher and home.

Mathematics
Children are taught within the class, individually or in groups, and follow the
recommended pathway through the Heinemann and Rigby Mathematics Schemes.
These comply with National Curriculum Programmes of Study, which relate to:

1. Using and Applying Mathematics;
2. Number;
3. Shape, Space and Measure;
4. Handling Data.
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Further opportunities for developing Mathematics are provided through cross-
curricular topic work.

Science
Science within the school is organised so as to ensure that all pupils gain a wide
experience of scientific processes, skills, knowledge and understanding as set out in
the National Curriculum. This complies with National Curriculum Programmes of
Study, which relate to:

1. Experimental and Investigative Science;
2. Life Processes and Living Things, including studies of plant and animal

development (including human development), classification and environment;
3. Materials and their Properties, including grouping and classifying, changing

materials and separating mixtures;
4. Physical Processes, including electricity, forces and motion, light and sound

and the earth and beyond.

Foundation Subjects

Information Communication Technology
Although I.C.T. is a National Curriculum subject in its own right, we also regard it as
a support to other curricular areas. Pupils are taught to use I.T. to organise and
communicate ideas, to handle information and to investigate and use control
technology. These skills develop through experience of an increasing range of
appropriate hardware and software.

Religious Education
The teaching of Religious Education in our school is a statutory requirement and we
are legally obliged to include it in our curriculum. Collective Worship occurs every
day and is largely based on Christian principles. Stories from the Bible, stories from
other religions and other lands and some with a moral basis are used. Concern for
others less fortunate than ourselves and caring for the environment are themes that
frequently occur. The school also strives to heighten the children’s awareness of
diversity in today’s multicultural society. Classroom lessons are in line with
Wrexham’s Agreed Syllabus for Schools. If parents so wish, their child/ren may be
withdrawn from Collective Worship and Religious Education.

Personal and Social Education
P.S.E. helps to give pupils the knowledge, skills and understanding they need to lead
confident, healthy, independent lives and to become informed, active and responsible
citizens. Pupils are encouraged to take part in a wide range of activities and
experiences across and beyond the curriculum, contributing fully to the life of their
school and communities. They learn to understand and respect our common humanity,
diversity and differences so that they can go on to form the effective, fulfilling
relationships that are an essential part of life and learning.
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History
Teaching History offers opportunities to develop children’s sense of identity through
learning about development of Wales, Britain, Europe and the World. Children are
also introduced to what is involved in understanding and interpreting the past.

Geography
Children study their own and other regions, looking at how landscapes are formed and
effects of human activity on them. Themes such as industry and transport are
included, together with skills such as studying simple plans and maps.

Welsh
Welsh is taught as a Second Language with the following objectives serving as a
framework for the work:

1. To ensure that the children enjoy Welsh lessons, thus fostering a positive
attitude towards the language.

2. To endeavour to make Welsh a living language within the school community.
3. To foster a real interest in Wales, Welsh heritage and culture, through class

work, assemblies and visits.

Design Technology 
Pupils are encouraged to develop their Design and Technology abilities by combining
designing and making skills with knowledge and understanding. They are given
opportunities to plan and develop their ideas, to work safely with a range of materials,
components and tools and to evaluate their work.

Physical Education
We provide opportunities for our pupils to pursue activities that include:
Games (including games where our children may have the opportunity to challenge 

 those from other schools outside normal school hours)
Dance
Athletic and Gymnastic activities
Outdoor and Adventurous activities
Swimming

The school makes use of Wrexham Waterworld and Queensway Gymnasium.

Music 
Pupils are helped to develop their understanding and enjoyment of music through a
balanced programme of activities. These provide opportunities for them to work
individually, in groups and as a class. They will develop skills in performance and
composition, listening to and appraising music. Music plays an important part in
school life and children have frequent opportunities for singing. It is also possible for
children to learn to play a recorder, to take part in a music workshop and have
individual instrumental lessons.

Art
Pupils are helped to develop their creative, imaginative and practical skills through a
balanced programme of art, craft and design activities. They have opportunities to
work individually, in groups and as a whole class. Their knowledge and
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understanding is developed through the examination of a wide variety of artwork,
including studies of artists and art in different times and cultures.

Assessment

During the first term in the Foundation Stage, all children undergo Travelling
Together or Baseline Assessment. This is carried out in all Wrexham schools and is
designed to establish the skills and abilities each child has on entering school.
Through continuous teacher assessment, children are given levels at the end of each
key stage. Other Year Groups are tested using NFER standardised tests. All our
teachers frequently test children in Spellings, Maths and Science.

The results of our assessments and tests are used to inform the school’s target setting
process. This process aims to determine the best possible achievements each child is
capable of.

Targets

The school sets itself the highest realistic targets for its pupils at all times. Teacher
assessment is carried out throughout the year for both key stages providing us with
formative results.

The Wider Curriculum

Throughout the time children are in school, they will be involved in other aspects of
the curriculum. These may include Environmental Education, Health Education,
Citizenship, Sex Education, Economic Awareness and Cwricwlwm Cymreig.

School Council
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Wat’s Dyke C.P. School recognises the importance of the pupil voice and making
them part of the decision making process. The school has an elected School Council.
All of the Key Stage 2 pupils at the school are given the chance to vote for two people
from their year group after listening to their Manifesto. The council represents the
pupils and puts forward new ideas, suggestions and ways of solving problems.
Recently, the School Council visited the Mayor’s Parlour and they are generating
ideas for the development of the school playgrounds.

Health and Sex Education

Our Health and Sex Education programmes provide our pupils with a basic
knowledge and understanding of health and sexual matters both as they affect
themselves and others, equipping them with the skills to make informed choices in
their daily lives. It is designed to help them to develop personal awareness of moral
issues and personal judgements. The Governing Body has agreed the school’s Sex
Education Policy; no formal sex education is given, but it is incorporated into the
Science and PSE curriculum. The subject is taught sensitively and at a level suitable
for each age group.

Our Health Education Programme covers the following elements: Drugs Education,
Sex Education, Family Life and Parenting, Safety Education, Exercise and Health,
Food and Nutrition, Personal Hygiene and the Rights of the Child. In Year 6, the
School Nurse visits the school to give a hygiene talk to the children, parents are
notified when this talk takes place.

Residential Opportunities 

The school is committed to providing our Key Stage 2 pupils with an exciting and
varied programme of outdoor education. Most of these activities take place at the
Authority’s Centres based at Pentrellyncymer and Nant Bwlch yr Haearn. 
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Visits and Charging Policy

An essential part of our pupils’ learning at school is the day visits and residential
visits we offer. We find such activities invaluable in enhancing the curriculum.
Schools are not allowed to charge directly for such activities during the school day,
except for residential visits. However, it is in order to invite voluntary contributions to
fund activities that are additions to the normal school curriculum. We hope parents
will be willing to contribute towards the costs involved – we do make every effort to
keep costs low. We are very grateful to the P.T.A., who regularly subsidise the cost of
transport.

Where the parents of a pupil are in receipt of relevant benefits the Governing Body
will remit, in full, the cost of board and lodging for any residential activity that is
organised for the pupil if the activity is deemed to take place within school hours or
where it forms part of the syllabus for a prescribed public examination or the National
Curriculum.

Homework

Homework can be a valuable time to spend with your child and working together will
benefit you both.  For Infant children, homework starts very gradually with an
emphasis on reading - this should be seen as a pleasurable leisure activity rather than
work. 

Regular reading practise is important if children are to become fluent readers.
Reading to children is the first activity, listening to them read comes later. The
school’s reading record booklet records which book the child is reading and gives you
the opportunity to comment on your child’s reading.

As children progress through the school, different types of homework will be set –
spelling lists, multiplication tables, mathematics, language and project work.

Links with Home

The school communicates regularly with parents by sending home newsletters, dates
for the diary and information about the curriculum. Parents’ evenings are held twice
yearly and a written report is sent home towards the end of the academic year. We
also have set in place a Home School Agreement that involves promises made by the
pupils, parents and Headteacher (see appendix). Every year, parents are invited to
attend our Sports Day as well as children’s dramatic and musical performances.

Out of School Club

An out of school club is run for the children of Wat’s Dyke in the Young People’s
Centre opposite the school. They aim to provide a high quality, accessible out
of school service in a safe, stimulating and caring environment. For further
information contact the club supervisor Becky MacKenzie on 07734 087907.
